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Lviv Defense Cluster – is a professional volunteer 
organization created at the beginning of the 
full-scale russian invasion in 2022.
The Ministry of Defense of Ukraine appointed Lviv 
Defence Cluster as the main coordinator of the 
volunteer movement for the production of 
bulletproof vests.

Since February 2022, LDC has manufactured and 
handed for free about 100,000 certified bulletproof 
vests to the Defense and Security Forces of Ukraine.

LDC developed special bulletproof vests to evacuate children from 
the war zone.
This project was the world's first mass production of bulletproof vests 
for children. The vests, along with helmets of the required size, were 
handed over to the Juvenile Prevention Unit of the National Police of 
Ukraine. Since then, children have been evacuated in these protective 
kits.
In particular, in the Donetsk region, each police evacuation crew 
"White Angels" is equipped with children's protective kits.

Specialists from Lviv Defense Cluster, constructors from the Kharkiv 
Plant of Personal Protection Equipment and military expert Kalin 
Dimitrov were involved in the development and production of the 
children's bulletproof vest.

We were able to respond the request as quickly as possible thanks to 
the donors who supported the project – Ukrainians, as well as people 
from the United States of America, Canada, Britain, Poland, 
Luxembourg, Japan and other countries. 
The Embassy of Ukraine in Japan and Ambassador Sergiy 
Korsunsky and The Renew Democracy Initiative Foundation
provided special assistance.The Pomagam.pl and Uniters 
foundations also contributed to the project.

Kamikaze drones.

At the request of military units, 
LDC provides both standard pickup
